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14 November 2002. Protests by students and progressive youth continue: On Wednesday 13 November 2002 more than 4000 students took part in a demonstration at the Amir Kabir University (The Polytechnic). There was an over 2000 strong demonstration outside the university. Security forces and 'plain-clothed' thugs prevented people from entering and leaving the university. The student’s slogans included: 'Iran will not become Chile!', 'Free all Political Prisoners!', 'Khamanei Shame on You, Relinquish the Helm!', 'Khatami, Khatami, Resignation, Resignation!', 'Down with Tyranny!'. And 'Down with the Taliban both in Kabul and Tehran!' The extensive student and youth demonstrations have added a new dimension to the Islamic regime's crisis, intensifying the factional war. Both of the regime's factions fear the growth of such protests. Both factions call these protests 'dangerous'. The recent protests have quickly spread and been aimed at the totality of the regime. Revoking Aghajari's death sentence, the freedom of all political prisoners, the immediate end to capital punishment, the unconditional freedom of expression are the most fundamental issues which must be emphasised in these protests. The Worker-communist Party of Iran calls on freedom-loving people to join these protests. This round of struggles can force the regime back and put an end to capital punishment and stoning.

13 November 2002. Kabul students' protest suppressed by the Karzai Government: On Monday 11 November 2002, the security forces of the Karzai government suppressed the protest of the Kabul University students who were demonstrating against the education system and lack of facilities. At least 6 students have been killed and many injured and arrested. Following this brutal suppression, the protesting students poured onto the streets and attacked security forces with stones. Kabul University is currently surrounded by Afghan and international security forces. More students were arrested on Tuesday. The WPI has condemned this brutal suppression of the Kabul University students by the Karzai government and has demanded that all arrested students be set free and their demands for better facilities for a free, advanced and modern educational system be met. This is the first sign of a mass protest against the Karzai government and indicates that the people of Afghanistan will not submit to the reactionary arrangement imposed on them by the United States and the West. The struggle of the people of Afghanistan for establishing a secular society chosen by the people to achieve prosperity and progress deserves the warmest of support from all the progressive people of the world.

13 November 2002. American Trade Unions condemn Islamic Republic of Iran for recent executions: 51 US trade unions have condemned the Islamic Republic of Iran for its policy of executions and suppression and have demanded an immediate end to executions and suppression of the people of Iran. They have extended their solidarity for the student and workers protest in Iran. In a resolution signed by 51 trade unions they state that: 'We the representatives of more than 270,000 industrial and service workers in southern California strongly condemn the Islamic Republic for the recent executions and demand an immediate end to capital punishment and stoning in Iran; condemn the arrest, suppression, execution and violation of any freedom of expression and organisation; declare our solidarity with the workers and student struggles in Iran and condemn the Islamic Republic of Iran for the violation of the most basic human rights and we support the people of Iran in their struggle for freedom, prosperity and secularism.'

10 November 2002. The Islamic regime has executed five more in the city of Karaj: The Islamic Republic of Iran has publicly hanged five more people, namely, Esmail Dana, Ali Kamyab, Majid Mostamand, Naser Esmail-Zadeh, and Beit-allah Malaki in the city of Karaj west of Tehran. They have been accused of drug dealing. The WPI emphasises the necessity for a mass movement against the new wave of executions.
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
